Deb’s Purr-fect Pet Sitting knows how important it is to take your dog(s) for daily walks, give your pet(s) lots of love, exercise, 
a potty break, fresh air and sunshine.  A long day for you means a long day for your dog(s).  They have no way to relieve 
themselves or get the attention they require.  We are always open to special requests that will make our visits more comfortable 
for your pet(s). 

Deb’s dog visit includes 

• walk and play with your dog(s) for thirty minutes or more during an individual visit  
• take your dog(s) to the park  
• give your dog(s) a chance to socialize with other dogs  
• give your dog(s) a chance to relieve themselves  
• clean up after your dog(s) while they are in our care 
• If your dog(s) are sedentary and not active, we will keep them company and give them all the TLC they deserve. 

Deb’s dog rates (a one-time basis or less than 3 times a week) (includes up to two dogs, $3 for each additional dog) 

• $25 for a 30-minute walk 
• $30 for a 45-minute walk 
• $35 for a 60-minute walk 
• $60 - $75 per overnight visit (1 walk AM, 1 walk PM)  

Deb’s dog rates (for scheduled on-going weekly visits) (includes up to two dogs - $3 for each additional dog) 

• $20 for a 30-minute walk 
• $25 for a 45-minute walk 
• $30 for a 60-minute walk  

(Rates are for local service within 5 miles of our home office.  Additional fees may apply for traveling outside of our area) 

You can use our daily walk service as an “on-call” basis.  For example, if you have a late meeting or a scheduling conflict that 
does not allow you to get home to care for your pet(s), you can call us and on short notice, we should be able to swing right over 
to take care of what needs to be done.  Once you become our client and if we have access to get into your home, this can be 
arranged very easily. 

Deb’s dog park visit 

$40.00 – per 60 minute visit, (within 5 miles of your home) 

• Taking your dog(s) to their favorite part (either by car or walking) 
• Collection and disposal of waste 
• Playing with their favorite toy (if desired) 
• Providing fresh water
